CITY OF HORICON	COUNCIL MEETING	APRIL 26, 2016
The Common Council of the City of Horicon met in regular session with Mayor Neitzel presiding.  The meeting was called to order at 7:01 p.m.

Alderpersons Present:  Hady, Marschke, Anfinson, Miller, and Fausett.
Alderpersons Absent:  None.

Mayor Neitzel led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Olivia Witthun of the Wisconsin DNR presented the City of Horicon with a Tree City USA Award.  During the presentation Witthun listed the qualifying factors to become a Tree City and the fact this is the 29th year the City of Horicon has earned the Tree City USA honor.  Witthun also congratulated the City for proactively creating the Public/Private Tree Planting Initiative.

Dave Magnussen, Public Works/Utility Supervisor, announced Arbor Day celebration events.

Public Appearances:

A resident appeared and inquired for permission to cut and remove fallen trees on City property, he also requested additional waste receptacles be placed in River Bend Park for dog owners to discard waste.

Discussion was held regarding the request to remove fallen trees.  Consensus to defer the request to the Public Works & Development Committee for their review.

A resident appeared and expressed concern with plantings and structures being allowed in City parks.  The resident stated Bowling Green Park and River Bend Park are becoming cluttered and money/resources should be allocated to Discher Park.  The resident also requested the Council consider placing an ice skating rink in Discher Park.

Fausett, member of Plan Commission, gave a brief informational report on items being considered by the commission which included:  request for a Conditional Use Permit.

Miller, Chairperson of the Park & Recreation Board, gave a brief informational report on items being considered by the board which included:  monthly reports, request to alter dates for use of Kiwanis Park for the Farmers Market, and request to authorize black powder demonstrations in Discher Park.

Anfinson, Council Representative to the Historic Preservation Commission, reported no meeting was held.

Don Neitzel of Kunkel Engineering Group presented a bid tab for the TID #5 – Phase 1 Utility Extension Project.  The bid tab was reviewed and discussed.

Motion by Fausett, second by Miller, to award the TID #5 – Phase 1 Utility Extension contract to Wood Sewer & Excavating, Inc. in the amount of $768,410.
All voting AYE.  Motion carried.

Karen Boersma, representing the Gold Star Memorial Trail, presented an updated map of the requested locations to place bicycles as an Adopt-A-Bike Fundraiser to raise funds for the Gold Star Memorial Trail.  The proposed locations were reviewed and discussed.

Motion by Fausett, second by Anfinson, to approve the placement of decorated bicycles at the proposed locations as defined in the Exhibit with the exception of the Ginger’s Hideaway location; bicycles to be placed Memorial Day through Labor Day 2016.
All voting AYE.  Motion carried.

Miller announced the Horicon Historical Society requested black powder demonstrations be allowed in Discher Park during the Horicon Living History Days event.  Kristen Jacobson, Clerk-Treasurer, inquired if a written request including dates, times, and mapping of the demonstrations had been submitted.  Miller responded the only written documentation is on the flyer advertising Horicon Living History Days.

Motion by Miller, second by Marschke, to allow black powder demonstrations (not to be done with live ammunition) to be held in Discher Park on the following dates and times:

· May 7, 2016 3 p.m. – 4 p.m.
· May 7, 2016 8 p.m. – 9 p.m.
· May 8, 2016 10 a.m. – 11 a.m.
· May 8, 2016 2 p.m. – 3 p.m.

All voting AYE.  Motion carried.

Motion by Anfinson, second by Hady, to authorize the purchase of a Lenovo Server TS-TD340 Server with accessories and warranty for the City Clerk-Treasurer’s office from Klass Act Solutions in the amount of $9,386.95.

Discussion was held relating to status of current server, number of quotes, server options, networking issues, and future technology.

Motion carried.

Motion by Anfinson, second by Hady, to approve the delinquent personal property tax write-off as presented by Kristen Jacobson, Clerk-Treasurer, in the amount of $1,005.96.
All voting AYE.  Motion carried.

Motion by Marschke, second by Miller, to authorize the issuance of a Temporary Class “B” Retailer’s License to the Horicon Phoenix Program, Ltd. for Kiwanis Park on June 1, June 8, June 15, June 22, June 29, July 6, July 13, July 20, July 27, August 3, August 10, August 17, August 24, and August 31, 2016.

Discussion was held pertaining to fencing requirements.  Police Chief Joseph Adamson stated his Department will enforce the placement of fencing surrounding the area the beer will be purchased and drank.  Adamson added that he will monitor the events and entertain the idea of waiving the fencing requirements as the events progress.

Motion by Anfinson, second by Fausett, to authorize a budget transfer of $2,026 from A/C #100-533471-838, Tree & Brush Control Outlay – Tree Planting, to A/C #100-533470-399, Tree & Brush Control – Other Supply/Expense, to fund miscellaneous costs associated with the Public/Private Tree Planting Initiative.

Motion by Anfinson, second by Marschke, to authorize the sale of 6 lengths of 2 ½” X 50’ fire hose to John Deere Horicon Works in the amount of $300.
All voting AYE. Motion carried.

Motion by Anfinson, second by Fausett, to approve the contract from Ptaschinski Construction, Inc. in the amount of $20,782.50 to perform repairs to a portion of East Lake Street damaged from a truck fire.
All voting AYE.  Motion carried.

Motion by Anfinson, second by Fausett, to approve the contract from Guide Lines Pavement Marking LLC in the amount of $12,700 to paint traffic lines on a portion of Highway 33.
All voting AYE.  Motion carried.

Motion by Miller, second by Marschke, to authorize the use of Kiwanis Park by the Horicon Phoenix Program on Wednesdays May 11 – May 31, 2016 for the Farmers Market; and to authorize the use of amplified music in Kiwanis Park by the Horicon Phoenix Program 
September 1 - September 30, 2016 for Open Mic Night.

He announced a Drug Drop will be held at the Horicon Public Safety Building this Saturday 11 a.m. – 2 p.m.  Adamson also announced a Law Enforcement Memorial Service will be in Juneau on May 11, he added that 3 individuals from the City of Horicon will be honored.  Adamson stated the Department’s annual requalification will be held on May 12th at 12 p.m., he invited City Officials to attend.  Adamson stated there are upcoming changes in the emergency detention process.  Adamson encouraged City Officials to call Sherry Mantai and Horicon City Hall staff tomorrow, Administrative Assistant’s Day, and thank them for their work and dedication to the City.

Mayor Neitzel requested guidance be offered on the denial of the purchase of a server for the Clerk-Treasurer’s office.  Neitzel suggested Personnel & Finance review it at a meeting.

Mayor Neitzel announced the Council would be adjourning into Closed Session for the purpose of deliberating the purchase of public property per WI Stats. 19.85(1)(e).
