The Committee of Whole of the City of Horicon met in regular session on May 10, 2016.  The meeting was called to order by Mayor Neitzel at 6:00 p.m.

Public Appearances:

Dennis Recheck thanked the City for placing dog waste containers in River Bend Park.  He presented a donation of $100 on behalf of Friends for Dogs to defray the cost of the containers.

Discussion was held in regard to the Bowling Green food vendor concept.  Items discussed included:  building placement, floodplain, cost of utilities, and relocation to an alternate park.  Following the discussion Mayor Neitzel announced terms for the vendor would be discussed later in a closed session Council meeting regardless of placement of the vendor.

Motion by Miller, second by Fausett, to execute the 2016 Goose Depredation Permit.

Alexandra Harvancik, Librarian, gave an overview of proposed funding structures being considered as Mid-Wisconsin Federated Library System continues to explore the possibility of consolidating with Eastern Shores Library System.  A brief discussion was held regarding the increase in cost for services for the City of Horicon.

Motion by Fausett, second by Miller, to approve the hiring of Brett Keller and Payton Schumann as Part-Time Summer Parks Employees at a wage of $8/hour.

Motion by Anfinson, second by Fausett, to authorize the purchase of 2 sets of turnout gear for the Fire Department in the amount of $4,300 from Bendlin Fire Equipment Company.
All voting AYE.  Motion carried.

Motion by Fausett, second by Anfinson, to authorize the purchase of 15 lengths of 2 ½” x 50’ hose for the Fire Department from Bendlin Fire Equipment Company.
All voting AYE.  Motion carried.

Motion by Marschke, second by Fausett, to approve a Two Year Operator License for the year ending June 30, 2017 for Brianne E. Gabrhel and Christine L. Schmitz.

Dave Magnussen, Public Works/Utility Supervisor, provided an update on the Washington Street property acquisition.  Magnussen announced samples from the Testing the Waters event, specifically samples from upstream, will be analyzed at Horicon’s WWTF.  He also announced a pre-construction meeting for the TID #5 Utility Extension Project was held yesterday.  Magnussen announced the Tree Board will be holding a demonstration tree planting at Discher Park on May 21st at 10 a.m.  Magnussen provided an update on the newly purchased plow truck and water truck.

Jim Bandsma, Fire Chief, announced the Fire Bell Club recently purchased a 2016 pickup to be used for grass fires, he added the estimated value of the vehicle is $64,000.  Bandsma inquired if he is allowed to be sworn in as the Fire Chief for the Town of Williamstown as the City of Horicon provides service for their community.  Bandsma requested additional funding in expense accounts to cover costs associated with fires the City is unable to bill for.  Bandsma stated area departments are discussing the lack of available manpower during the day and are looking at ways to assist one another.

Harvancik announced the Friends of the Library donated $250 which was used to purchase a Betty Brinn Children’s Museum Pass for patron use.

Jim Schaefer, Director of Economic Development, referenced a monthly update he had distributed.  Schaefer provided an update on the vacant former Hardee’s lot.

Motion by Miller, second by Fausett, to adjourn.
