Non-Action Discussion:

Jim Bandsma, Fire Chief, announced the Burnett Fire Department inquired if the City of Horicon would consider being called out for Burnett fire calls automatically.  Discussion was held regarding this request.  Mayor Neitzel announced he would consider trying it for a trial period to see if it is indeed mutual aid or if the City would be supplementing the Burnett Fire Department.

Dave Magnussen, Public Works/Utility Supervisor, made several announcements including:
· Completion of pool resurfacing
· Pool will be filled on Thursday
· TID #5 Utility Extension Project will begin next week with excavation
· Horicon FFA planted flowers in the downtown planters
· Tree planting demonstration will be held June 1st at 5 p.m. in Kiwanis Park
· Freezer at the Aquatic Center is not working

Joseph Adamson, Police Chief, announced restoration on the dam will take place June 6-10th.  He also announced a Law Enforcement Memorial event took place on May 11th.  Adamson provided an overview of the process he uses to recommend operator applications for approval/denial.

Alexandra Harvancik, Librarian, provided an update on the library merger.  Harvancik announced the Library Summer Reading Program begins on June 6th and runs thru mid-August.  She also announced the Library will participate every Wednesday at Music in the Market.

Marschke stated he is still seeing dogs in River Bend Park that are not on leashes.  Discussion was held relating to the leash ordinance and enforcement of the ordinance.

Kristen Jacobson, Clerk-Treasurer, congratulated the Varsity Girls Softball Team on their Conference Champion title for the 10th year in a row.  She also wished them good luck on Wednesday as they advance to Regionals.

Miller announced he has been receiving complaints about grass clippings in the street.  Miller stated the Park Board is not in favor of enforcing the fencing requirements for the Horicon Phoenix Program when they serve fermented malt beverages in Kiwanis Park.

Mayor Neitzel agreed with Miller’s statement about grass clippings and requested Chief Adamson increase awareness to residents.

Anfinson announced he would like to schedule a Personnel & Finance meeting to interview Jim Sukopp; meeting tentatively scheduled for June 2nd at 6:30 p.m.

Hady announced she has received complaints about citizens walking in the streets versus utilizing the available sidewalk.
