The Common Council of the City of Horicon met in regular session with Mayor Neitzel presiding.  The meeting was called to order at 7:01 p.m.

Alderpersons Present:  Hady, Marschke, Anfinson, Miller, and Fausett.
Alderpersons Absent:  None.

Mayor Neitzel led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Jim Grigg, representing the Horicon School Board, gave a brief explanation of a proposal being considered by the Horicon School Board to relocate the football field to the practice field located at the High School.  Grigg inquired if the City would be willing to donate bleachers, the score booth, the scoreboard, and access to water with the forgiveness of sewer charges, for the proposed relocation of the football field.

Discussion was held relating to the request, the football merger with Hustisford, number of home games, time frame of relocation, and monetary contributions on behalf of the Horicon School Board.  Mayor Neitzel announced the idea could be entertained.  No decision was made.

Public Appearances:

A resident appeared and expressed his concern for the poor condition of the West Lake Street – West Walnut Street Alley.

Motion by Anfinson, second by Fausett, to authorize Angel Hernandez’s change in employment status to a Part-Time Spring/Summer/Fall Parks employee and allow him to work through the end of October 2016 at a rate of $10/hour.
All voting AYE.  Motion carried.

Motion by Marschke, second by Anfinson, to grant a One Year Operator License for the year ending June 30, 2017 to Lynn F. Columbia, Sarah L. Kimball, Kayla R. Magyar, Chelsey L. Muche, Jody L. Jim Bandsma, Fire Chief, announced the Police & Fire Commission recently approved the hiring of 3 firefighters, 2 of which are fully trained.  Bandsma stated he is working to receive additional information to automatic responses to Town of Burnett fires.

Miller announced he had received a complaint on the Jersey Street parade route.  Miller stated he has been asked to provide an update on the Discher Park Teen Center and possible repairs.

Anfinson announced he likes the City’s proposed website.  He also announced the pool’s resurfacing looked good.  Anfinson stated he had received a complaint from an employee at Ginger’s relating to the lack of parking.

Mayor Neitzel thanked John Deere’s Mark Simmons and Todd Smith and their engineering group for the donation of time to paint and install horseshoe pits.  Neitzel announced the Horicon/Mayville Economic Summit had been well attended.  Neitzel recognized the passing of Keith Gritt as a long-time resident, business owner, and volunteer.
