CITY OF HORICON	COUNCIL MEETING	JULY 26, 2016
The Common Council of the City of Horicon met in regular session with Mayor Neitzel presiding.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.

Alderpersons Present:  Hady, Marschke, Anfinson, Miller, Frami, and Fausett.
Alderpersons Absent:  None.

Mayor Neitzel led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Mayor Neitzel conducted a Public Hearing on proposed amendments to the City of Horicon Comprehensive Plan and a Zoning Change Request from Cynthia Wrucke to rezone property at 034-1115-0244-000 in the Town of Oak Grove from Prime Agriculture (A-1) to a combination of Limited Industrial (I-1) and Heavy Industrial (I-2).

Scott Harrington, Principal Planner for Vandewalle & Associates, Inc. presented a map of the proposed zoning changes.

Harrington announced the proposed amendments to the Comprehensive Plan permit utility extensions and industrial park expansion on the proposed annexed property.  He added the proposed amendments classify the proposed annexed land as a combination of Limited Industrial and Heavy Industrial.

Harrington explained the TID #5 Project Plan Amendment No. 1 is necessary to include the proposed annexed property.  The Project Plan Amendment only amends the TID’s boundary, there are no other changes.

A brief discussion was held relating to the number of entrances to the proposed annexed property.

All individuals and/or their representatives were given an opportunity to be heard.  There were no additional appearances.

Motion by Fausett, second by Anfinson, to close the Public Hearing on the proposed amendments to the City of Horicon Comprehensive Plan and a Zoning Change Request from Cynthia Wrucke to rezone property at 034-1115-0244-000 in the Town of Oak Grove from Prime Agriculture (A-1) to a combination of Limited Industrial (I-1) and Heavy Industrial (I-2).

Motion by Miller, second by Anfinson, to approve the Council minutes of June 28 and July 12, 2016 and the Committee of Whole minutes of July 12, 2016.
All voting AYE.  Motion carried.

Fausett, member of the Plan Commission, gave a brief informational report on items being considered by the commission which included:  TID #5 Project Plan Amendment, Comprehensive Plan Amendment, Wrucke zoning change request, Wrucke property annexation, and Sword zoning change request.

Miller, Chairperson of the Park & Recreation Board, gave a brief informational report on items being considered by the board which included:  monthly reports and request for use of River Bend Park by the Horicon Historical Society.

Frami, Council Representative to the Historic Preservation Commission, reported no meeting was held.

Patrice Vossekuil presented a proposal to the Council for use of the Discher Park Lunch Stand to operate a dog friendly food stand.

The proposal was reviewed and discussed.  Items discussed included rental fee, dates of operation, operational costs, concession stand at the Aquatic Center, and use of facilities by a for profit business.

Voting AYE:  Frami, Fausett, Hady, and Anfinson.
Voting NAY:  Miller and Marschke.
Motion carried.

Motion by Anfinson, second by Miller, to approve the hiring of Frank Sauer as a Part-Time Fall Parks employee at a rate of $10/hour.
All voting AYE.  Motion carried.

Motion by Anfinson, second by Marschke, to approve the Election Voting Equipment Agreement between the City of Horicon and Dodge County.
All voting AYE.  Motion carried.

Motion by Anfinson, second by Miller, to approve the hiring of Richard Crego as a Driver and Caitlynn Foch as an EMT in Training for the Horicon EMS pending a successful background check, physical, and drug screening.
All voting AYE.  Motion carried.

Phil Cosson of Ehlers presented several financing options for the Council’s review.  Options presented included debt financing for costs associated with TID #5, Washington Street Reconstruction, and Southwind Trail Reconstruction.

The options were reviewed and discussed by the Council.

Motion by Fausett, second by Hady to proceed with Option 1 of financing roughly $1,282,870, plus finance related expenses, for expenses related to TID #5.
All voting AYE.  Motion carried.

Motion by Marschke, second by Anfinson, to authorize the sale/disposal of Steve Williams’s duty weapon, Glock 21SF, from the Horicon Police Department by allowing members of the Horicon Police Department to purchase it in the amount of $250 and present it to Steve Williams as a retirement gift.
 
Discussion was held relating to previous retirement gifts and the City’s recognition of employees both when they retire and while they are currently employed.

Vote on above motion.

Motion by Miller, second by Anfinson, to authorize the use of River Bend Park by the Horicon School District for Cross County meets on September 1, September 22, and October 13, 2016.
All voting AYE.  Motion carried.
Motion by Miller, second by Marschke, to authorize purchase of a freezer for the Aquatic Center in an amount not to exceed $400.
All voting AYE.  Motion carried.

Motion by Miller, second by Marschke, to authorize the use of River Bend Park by the Horicon Historical Society on May 12-14, 2017 for their Living History Days event.
All voting AYE.  Motion carried.

Motion by Fausett, second by Anfinson, to reschedule the August Committee of Whole to Monday, August 8, 2016 at 5 p.m.
All voting AYE.  Motion carried.

Motion by Marschke, second by Miller, to grant a One Year Operator License for the year ending June 30, 2017 to Danielle A. Kuehl.

Joseph Adamson, Police Chief, announced 3 part-time officers had been hired this evening.  Adamson reminded everyone of Steve Williams’s retirement party this Saturday 1 p.m. – 4 p.m. at Horicon Hills Golf Course.  Adamson invited the Council to a Police Department meeting to be held on August 11th.
