Supervisor Magnussen reported that the Tree City Application for 2016 has been
submitted, the DNR has granted the city a one year extension for the grant, the city
Council approved using $1050 from firewood sales for the public/private planting
initiative, and he is developing a brochure to solicit contributions for the public private
initiative.

One new application for cost-sharing has been received, approved and paid.

The board discussed whether the library was eligible for the public private initiative.
Motion by Bogenschneider, second by Magnussen to approve the Horicon Public Library
for cost-sharing. Bogenschneider and Magnussen voted Aye, Pyrek and Zuleger voted
Nay.

The board discussed possible modifications to the cost-share application for so it can be
used as a mailer to all Horicon property owners. Magnussen will modify the form and
bring it to the next meting.

The board discussed the Ash removal strategy for 2017. By consensus the board
decided to remove ash based on condition. Those appearing to be in the poorest
condition will be removed first.

The 2017 tree order was discussed. Motion by Bogenschneider, second by Zuleger, to
spend $3700 or less on the 2017 tree order. All voting Aye, motion carried.

The 2017 Arbor Day ceremony will be held on April 28™. It is St. Stephen’s School’s turn
to participate.
